Public Hearing at 7:00 p.m., or as soon after as is feasible, for the purpose of receiving public comment on the proposed issuance of Water Revenue Bonds and the economic impact proposed improvements to be financed by the Bonds will have on the private sector.  The proposed Bonds are in an amount not to exceed $880,000, will bear interest at a rate or rates not to exceed 4.00% per annum, will mature not more than 35 years from the date issued and will sold at a price not less than 99% of their total principal amount.  The Bonds will be issued for the purposes of (i) financing improvements to the City's drinking water system, including one or more new wells, and (ii) paying the costs of issuing the Bonds.  No taxes will be pledged to secure the Bonds.
 

Consider and adopt a Final Bond Resolution authorizing and confirming the sale of the Water Revenue Bonds, for the purposes stated, in such form and with such changes as shall be approved by the City Council upon adoption; provided that the principal amount, the interest rate, maturity and discount of the Bonds will not exceed the maximums set forth above.
